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Procedure

1. Preparation:
· Collar flipped up, then place the tie around neck with the broader end to your right and the narrower end to your left.
· Let the broader end hang 6 inches lower.
2. First Crossover: Move the wider side over the narrower, moving from left to right.
3. Creating the Neck Loop: Guide the wide end up behind the neck loop, then bring it forward over the front to return to the right side.
4. Second Under-Knot: Bring the wider side underneath the narrow end from right to left, so it ends up on the left side.
5. Front Horizontal Wrap: starting from left and moving right, bring the wide end across to the front, resulting in a horizontal wrap on the face of the knot.
6. Create a Front Loop: Lift the wide end behind the neck loop to form a front-facing loop. This loop will be used for the final tuck.
7. Tuck the wide end: Thread the wide end down through the front loop you just made.
8. Tighten and Center: Hold the front of the knot. Slowly pull the wide end down to tighten it. Slide the knot upward toward your collar while holding the narrow end to shape and center it.
9. Final Adjustments: Make sure the tip of the tie ends near your belt buckle. Smooth the knot to ensure it's symmetrical, neat, and snug under your collar.



Process Flow
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
